Things that Mint does that MX Linux can do as well:

1. Terminal can be started by ctrl+alt+T by default
2. “Open root terminal here” is not present, but it’s easy to add (thanks Phill):
a. Open aterminal window
b. Enter: sudo geany ~/.config/Thunar/uca.xml
c. Enter the code shown on the next page after the “open terminal here” action
3. After saving the file, the user must reboot
4. Enter the following command in the terminal window: sudo shutdown -r now
